THIS LICENCE IS AGREED BETWEEN IOP PUBLISHING LIMITED of No.2 The Distillery, Glassfields, Avon Street, Bristol, BS2 
OGR, England ("lOP") and the Library and Information Centre of the Hungarian Academy of Sciences (the "Consortium") 
together acting for and on behalf of its members (together the "Members"). References to the Consortium un these terms 
and conditions include members which are both commercial organisations and educational institutions, unless specified to 
the contrary.
